Now let’s get started!
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1. Set up your team page on GiveSmart
GiveSmart is the fundraising website that helps you share your fundraising mission and
goals with friends and family, raise funds, and track donations. Simply go to our link:

2. Create unique team names
Be Creative! In the past, team names have included "Tough as Nails," "Hard Hats and
Heels," "Riveting Roses," "Women with Power Tools," and more. This is a great
opportunity to channel the energy of your team to make an impact and have FUN!
We reserve the right to request that you change a team name if it is deemed to hinder the advancement of our
mission.

3. Recruit team members
Invite friends, family, colleagues, book club members, or anyone you know who you
think will be successful in helping raise money for your team.  

4. Fundraise
Ensure that every team member you recruit understands that each member is
responsible for helping the team reach the $2,500 goal by April 30, 2026. This money
helps fund our homebuilding and revitalization programs. Each of you can share your
team page to ask for donations.

5. Schedule your build date
Once you have set up your team page and hit your $2,500 goal, send an email to 
ashton.wilson@habitatcincinnati.org with your top three dates for your team to build.
We will do everything possible to honor your dates, but availability is based on a first-
come, first-served basis. Build days are Wednesday-Saturday every week in May 2026.

Fundraising Tips

Recruitment Tips

Start with your circle. Share your link directly with 5–10 close friends or family first, before blasting it
on social media.

Personal texts, emails, or DMs work best (“Will you be one of my first 5 donors?”).
Once you have a few donations, it builds momentum — then you can post on Facebook/LinkedIn
with a thank-you and the link.

Make it personal! Why is Women Build important to YOU? Edit your team fundraising page to
include this story rather than leave it with the generic message. 
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A simple, heartfelt message (“I’d love for you to join me in
raising funds for Habitat’s Women Build this year”) is a
great way to recruit others to your team.

Highlight that Women Build isn’t just about fundraising—it’s
about women and their supporters coming together to
create real change.
